CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITY '
As part of the 9.1-mile Foothill Gold Line light rail project, crews will be returning to eomplete the railroad crossing on San Dimas
Canyon Road (north of Arrow Hwy.) in the cities of San Dimas & La Verne. Crews will be performing underground utility work, median
construction, light rail track installation, building a new right turn pocket from westbound Arrow Hwy. to northbound San Dimas
Caryon R, and rebuilding the roadway, curbe & gutters. This work requires a full closure of San Dimas Canyon Road at the railroad
crossing north of Arrow Hwy. for approximately 5 12 months and is the second phase of the railroad crossing reconstruction.
