This is not always an easy question to answer!  We hope that these tips can help! 
 

A child who is sick will not be able to perform well in school and is likely to spread the illness to 

other children and staff.   We suggest making a plan for childcare ahead of time so you will not be 

caught without a comforting place for your child to stay if he/she is ill.  

  

Our school policy states that you 

 should not send your child to schoo l   

if he/she has: 
 

Á  FEVER (100 degrees or higher) in the past 24 hours without the use of analgesics (fever 

reducing agent i.e.: Tylenol or Motrin ) 

Á  VOMITING  in the past 24 hours 

Á  DIARRHEA  in the past 24 hours 

Á  CHILLS  

Á  SORE THROAT  

Á  STREP THROAT  (must have been taking an antibiotic for at least 24 hours before 

returning to school)  

Á  BAD COLD  with a  very runny nose  or bad cough, especially if it has kept the child 

awake at night  

Á  HEAD LICE  until your child has been treated according to the nurse  ÖÙɯËÖÊÛÖÙɀÚɯ

instructions . 

PINK EYE must have had at least 2 doses of antibiotic eye drops 
 

If your child becomes ill at school and the teacher or Mrs. JJ feel the child is too sick to benefit from 

school or is contagious to other children, you will be called to come and  take him/her home from 

school. (ÛɯÐÚɯÌÚÚÌÕÛÐÈÓɯÛÏÈÛɯàÖÜÙɯÊÏÐÓËɀÚɯSchool Speak emergency numbers where you can be 

contacted during th e day be up to date.
